your abstract for your TraceSpec2007 contribution should not surpass a single DIN A4 page. Please write your abstract in English as a MS Word document (using this format) and send it by e-mail as an electronic attachment to the Workshop secretariat: TraceSpec2007@speciation.net .
Please type write the text body in Arial 11pt using single line spacing and keep a border of 2.5 cm at each side. The title should be typed in Arial 12 pt bold and centred. Leave one empty line and type the names of the authors of the contribution using Arial 12, underlining the author presenting the contribution. After another empty line the address of the authors is given using Arial 11pt; if necessary more than one address is differentiated by index numbers and the address lines are centred.

The text body of the abstract starts following two empty lines after the address block. Please use Arial 11 pt. and “full justification”. Figures and tables should be integrated into the text. References should be made by using round brackets.   
You are invited to indicate your preference for oral and poster presentation; however the Scientific Committee reserves the right to make the final decision of the mode of delivery.
